"After William Marshall's death, the farm went to the daughter, Mary Ann, who was
then Mrs. Milan H. Holmes and living on a nearby farm. Eventually the Holmes'
oldest son, Alfred, and his wife lived at and farmed the Marshall place until moving
to Mrs. Holmes' folk's farm in northwest Saratoga Township. Charles Holmes
moved there in 1914, a short time later the place was deeded to Alfred, Bessie
Holmes Gray and Charles Holmes. The Gray's bought Alfred's share and have
continued to own the South one-half of the 160 acres. It now belongs to their son,
Charles E. Gray. The North one-half belonging to Charles R. Holmes was sold
when Charles retired from the farm. The original house was torn down and replaced
around 1918 or 1919 by Charles Holmes.
